It is starting to get colder so be sure and dress
for the weather, keep your fingers and head warm.
Keeping your feet dry will go a long ways to your
overall comfort. | like the Sorel type low cut boots
with insulation, but there are a lot of boots on the
market that will fit the bill. Standing around and the
occasional trip into the brush for an airplane really
doesndét tax your foot we
to spend a fortune for a boot that will keep your
feet dry and warm. Be warned there can be a big
difference between waterproof and water re-
sistant depending on the manufacturer and what
the boot was made to be used for. More on cold
weather flying and preparation later.

Some random thoughts on using weights to bal-
ance your new plane:

If you need to add weight to the nose, always
add it as far forward as possible, it will take less
weight to balance the airplane. If you add it
in the engine compartment do not rely on

the sticky tape. It is not fuel proof and turns to a
gooey mess in short order and the weights will fall
off. Use small screws and attach the lead strips to
the firewall, or use some other way to mechani-
cally fasten them to the aircraft structure.

Another method to add nose weight is to use
the Higgley heavy hubs. These work well and get
the weight as far forward as it will go. If all else
fails, install a bigger heavier engine.

Adding weight to the tail is the same thing, but

alif you lose a tail weight the airplane becomes

more stable and usually all you have to do is re-
place the weight. | hate to admit it, but the sparky
guys do have an advantage here. They can move
their battery pack(s) fore and aft to achieve the
best balance. Remember to laterally balance your
plane, too!
